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Executive Summary

Under part 7 of the Local Government Act (LGA) 2002,
Thames-Coromandel District Council (TCDC) is obliged to
undertake an assessment of water supplies, wastewater
services, stormwater services, cemeteries, crematoria, public
toilets and solid waste disposal. This assessment is required
to include all areas within the district including those that are
unserviced and unreticulated. Section 125 of the LGA 2002
requires Council to either include the assessment in the
LTCCP or adopt it with a special consultative procedure.

While the following report fulfils Councils obligations as laid
out in the LGA, it will also go some way to fulfilling
obligations under section 35 of the RMA 1991. Council is
obliged under this section to gather information, monitor and
keep records on the environment. This report shall also
support Council in formulating district plans and in
development forecasting. It will also provide a valuable
resource for members of the public when requiring resource
and environmental information about the Peninsula,

This report is the result of a qualitative research process that
gathered and analyzed Council and public documents, and the
local knowledge of community members. While Council has
records relating to the larger reticulated communities, for the
smaller unserviced communities in which residents supply
their own services, there was very liftle information held by
Council. This report seeks to fill these gaps in knowledge and
provide a comprehensive analysis of the water and sanitary
services available to all communities in the district. Forty six
communities, as listed in the contents, were identified and
assessed,

Key Issues

The assessment of water services highlighted a number of
common risks to public health that were echoed in many
locations across the Peninsula. The following is a summary of
these key themes.

Quantity of Water Supply

In both reticulated and unreticulated communities the research
identified problems with inadequate water supplies. This
problem can be reasonably easily solved by individual non
reticulated households by secking alternative sources of water
to supplement primary supplies, such as collecting roof water
or employing tanker water deliveries.

However, finding, securing and managing alternative sources
for larger reticulated communities is far more challenging.

The Coromandel has a high level of absentee home ownership
and significant summer time transient populations. This leads
to dramatically fluctuating populations and consequently
comparatively high peak demand periods. Council is currently
active in seeking alternative water sources for many of the
larger communities. This is planned to be complimented with
public education campaigns in the need for and techniques of
water conservation,

While the transient nature of Coromandel’s population
makes the management of water supplies particularly
challenging, this is a global issue. The need for frugal water
usage and water body conservation is becoming
increasingly apparent as a critical issue in sustainable
environmental management. Council is working to provide
water supplies that will service its communities well into the
future, with minimal affect on the environment.

Quality of Water Supply

A large portion of Coromandel’s population is consuming
water that 1s untreated. TCDC provided reticulated supplies
are in most cases disinfected. However, there are many
residents in smaller unreticulated communities that are
consuming untreated water from streams and shallow bores
that are likely to be contaminated with bacteria and protozoa.

This contamination can come from farm runoff, excrement
from local fauna and septic tank runoff. Contaminants such as
cryptosporidium, campylobacter, giardia and E.coli can cause
serious illnesses which can be particularly dangerous for
infants, very old people and those with damaged immune
systems.

There are a number of very simple and inexpensive methods
of treating water on an individual household basis, such as
first flush diverters, boiling and filtration. Similarly there are
means of treating larger private water supplies, such as
filtration, UV light, disinfection or chlorination. In order fo
protect public health interests there is a need for further public
education on the risks of consuming untreated water and the
techniques available to make water supplies potable.

Mineralogical Contamination of Water Supplies.

Coromandel Peninsula contains a number of geothermally
active arcas. Bore water that is drawn from these areas is
likely to be contaminated with naturally occurring minerals
such as iron, manganese, antimony and arsenic.

The west coast of the Peninsula has a history of gold mining.
Many of the communities on the Thames Coast have old
mines in the hills above their settlements. It is likely that

these mines may have water flowing out of them that is
contaminated with minerals such as fron, manganese and
arsenic.  There is a possibility that these minerals could

. potentially contaminate streams from which private residents

are drawing their water.

Lifelong consumption of this water can lead to setious health
problems. Where TCDC is supplying reticulated water to
residents, adequate tests are conducted to identify the
chemical components of the water and appropriate treatments
are put in place to make it potable. However, there are a large
number of private schemes making use of bores and takes
from potentially contaminated streams that have not been
tested. Additional testing needs to be done to establish where
the danger zones are. Public education needs to be undertaken
to inform people of the dangers of using mineralogically
contaminated water and the steps that can be taken to
minimise risk.

Inadequate Septic Services

There are a number of arcas in the Coromandel that have
heavy clay soil types that are unsuitable for septic soakage.
There are concerns that septic tanks in the catchments of
streams in these arcas may be contaminated with effluent
running off these soils. Conversely there are a number of areas
with very light alluvial soil and where houses are built in sand,
septic tank effluent could be rapidly draining straight into
streams and estuaries.

Many of the properties along the coast of the Peninsula are
used sporadically. Often holiday homes are vacant for the
majority of the year and then used very heavily over summer
with up to 30 residents using one toilet. This can lead to
unreasonable strain being placed upon the septic system and

can lead to system failure and resulting contamination of the
environment. Efficient monitoring of septic tink management
and upgrading of inadequate systems is required.

Flooding and Ponding,

There are many communities in the district that have
experienced devastating flooding in recent years. There are
five key communities that have been identified as being most
at risk and targeted for flood prevention work under the
Peninsula Project. These works will combine river and
catchment works, engineering works, and planning and
building controls that seek to protect the target communities
from large rain events.

Cemeteries

The sanitary assessment investigated the long term adequacy
and public health concerns of the seven Council owned
cemeteries. It was found that in most cases provisions were
more than adequate to cope ‘with population projections in that
additional berms were constructed as needed on available land
within the existing cemetery grounds. There were two
cemeteties, Mercury Bay and Buffalo Cemetery in
Coromandel, with demonstrated capacity issues. Council has
committed to securing and developing additional land to
service these two communities.

There were two instances of environmental concern. Mercury
Bay and Totara Park cemeteries both exhibited potential
problems with stormwater drainage of land that had been
scheduled for burials. Solutions involving drainage and
groundwater treatment are being investigated.

Public Toilets

A full assessment of the Peninsula’s public toilets was
undertaken as a part of this assessment. Tt was found that
while most were in good condition and adequately protecting
public health there were twelve toilets that needed further
maintenance, refurbishment or complete replacement. It was
particularly the toilets along the Thames Coast that were
presenting problems,

Planned Council Action

Water, wastewater and stormwater

Council will devote its attention to remedying problems that
have been identified in the Council owned reticulated
services. The goal is that all reticulated Council owned
systems will be complying with Drinking Water Standards
and Council service standards. The Attainment of this goal
would mean that at least 70% of the Peninsula’s present and
future residents will be provided with adequate and safe
provisions.

Council will not intervene in the construction, maintenance or
administration of presently privately owned schemes unless
there is a high level of risk identified, the community desires
works to commence and is prepared to buy into the works
involved. Council will, however, engage in a public education
programme that seeks to promote good water supply practices
and efficient septic tank management.

Public Toilets

Council is presently preparing a ten year maintenance,
refurbishment and replacement schedule that address all of the
issues identified in the assessment of the district’s public
toilets.



Cemeteries
Council has committed to securing and developing land as

cemeteries to service the two communities that exhibited
limited remaining burial space.

PAUANUI

Background and Character

The town is a holiday resort with very little commercial and
industrial services. During the year the population sits at
around 700. The majority of the approximately 2000 houses
are in the hands of absentee home owners. During peak
demand period over the 8 weeks of summer the population
can get up to as high as 15 000. As a result peak loading
during the summer months places immense stress on the
town’s infrastructure.

House prices in this community have risen dramatically in
recent years.

Water Source and Quality

There are two sources of water for the community of Pauanui,
These are the Oturu Stream take and the Gallagher Park bore
field.

The Oturu Stream is the town’s main source of water. It is
supplemented by the three bores on the Gallagher bore-field.
The entire Pananui Township is situated on a sand spit that
overlies a large aquifer. This aquifer is regularly charged by
rainfall and sub-surface water from the hills to the south of
Pauanui. Detailed studies have been carried out on the aquifer
and it has been modelled to determine the optimum yield from
the field. There are also an unknown number of private bores.

Water from the Oturu stream intake is drawn from the Tairua
side of the Tairua Harbour and is gravity fed to Pavanui via a
pipeline under the harbour. This raw water is then directed to
a treatment plant in which, after having coagulant added, the
water is passed through a sand filters and disinfected with
U.V. light. From this point it is directed to post treatment
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storage and on to the reticulation network. Water that is not
utilised is then deposited in the aquifer recharge beds.

Water that is drawn from the bore field is taken via one of
three bores that are used in rotation. This water is passed
through U.V. treatment and pumped to the reticulation
network.

This combined supply is estimated to be adequate to meet
medium predicted demand for 2007 and high predicted
demand for 2005. The eight weeks over the summer, when
population is at its highest, can present challenges to the bore
field in particular. TCDC has consent to extract 1400 m3 per
day from these bores.

There have been 2 recent cases of Giardia in the community.
Whilst these have not been positively traced back to the water
supply there was potential that because of the poor state of the
roofs bird and possum excrement may have been entering the
storage reservoirs. These two problematic roofs were replaced
in December 2004,

Wastewater

Pauanui shares a reticulated wastewater treatment system with
Tairua. Both of these towns have systems of wastewater pipes
that feed into one treatment plant on the southern side of the
Tairua Harbour in Pauanui.

There are 12 pump stations in Pavanui that pump raw
wastewater to the wastewater treatment plant. This treatment
plant consists of an aeration pond with five vertical access
aerators and one caged rotor acrator, Effluent overflows to an
oxidation retention pond with four aspirator aerators. Lfffuent



is then dosed with polyelectrolyte and then either passed
through two sand filters or through a clarifier and works filter
system. This treated effluent is disinfected with U.V. light
before it is then discharged into the Vista Paku and airfield
disposal systems.

There have been issues raised in the past in which TCDC has
been asked to prove to Environment Waikato and the local
community that this treated effluent is not infiltrating the
aquifer from which the community is drawing its water.
Extensive research has been undertaken by URS Hydrologists
and it has been concluded that this effluent is draining off
towards the sea in the east, and hence, is being directed away
from the aquifer in question.

There are problems with the Paku Hill pump stations in Tairua
in particular which means that often the age of the effluent
coming from these areas caused odour issues at Pauanui pump
station seven,

There are also problems with root infiltration into the
wastewater pipes which affects system capacity. There is also
significant stormwater infiltration during rain events. This
places undesirable strain on the treatment plant. In
particularly heavy rain events there have been problems with
manholes surcharging as the system did not have the capacity
to cope with the volume of water. This has been known to
happen at summer times as well when effluent volume is at its
peak.

Stormwater

Pauanui is constructed upon a very free draining base of sand.
Therefore there are very few problems associated with
stormwater. There is a generally reliable network of road
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drainage, reticulated pipes and overland flow paths. Much of
the stormwater that is gathered in this network is directed fo
and discharged in the bore filed to recharge the aquifer. Any
excess stormwater is drained off into the harbour. Stormwater
that comes off the roofs of private houses usually soaks away
into the sand on site.

There are two problems with stormwater. The first is scouring
of the outlets caused by heavy stormwater infiltration during
rain events. The second is damage caused to flood flaps and
beach outlets caused by wave action.

Factors such as erosion, siltation and localised sediment
contamination in the Tairua Harbour need to be monitored and
controlled,

Future and Current Growth

There is a new development and new subdivision moratorium
placed upon Pauanui and Tairua until a new wastewater
treatment plant has been constructed. While the present
treatment plant is adequate to meet the needs of the existing
community, the predicted rapid growth of the town could not
be accommodated. TCDC is in the process of developing a
new plant and once completed there is expected to be
significant growth in the area.

Pauanui has a high predicted growth rate. Between 1991 and
2001 there was a growth of 20 %. Using Statistics New
Zealand (2001) medium projected growth rates, Pauanui is
expected to grow 45 % in the 20 years between 2001 and
2021. Council has a policy of containing future growth in the
seven main settlements, of which Pauanui is one.



Health
There may be an unknown number of residents consuming
untreated water from private shallow bores.

The health issues that resulted from the damaged reservoirs
roofs have been remedied.

Evaluation of Risk and Possible Solutions

I.

A potential risk in the system is the integrity of the pipe
crossing the harbour.

Breaks or leaks in this pipeline pose significant risks to
the environment and the operation of the wastewater
system.  Unlikely  probability = with  moderate
consequences leads to a moderate risk rating.

Possible Solutions: In order to minimise this risk a flow
meter and pressure sensor connected to the controls has
been installed. This meter identifies and immediately
stops any further pumping of sewage during low
pressure or blockages.

It is conceivable that residents are consuming untreated
water from private shallow bores. Possible probability
with moderate consequences leads to a moderate risk
rating.

Possible Solutions: Residents are to be encouraged to
connect to the Council potable supply. .
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In 2005, the Council prepared an assessment of the provision of water and sanitary

services throughout the District. This document identified and assessed the services
supplied to forty six communities. The Council is required under the Local Government
Act 2002 to identify any significant variations between the Water and Sanitary
Assessment {(WASA)} and this Ten Year Plan. '

The following variances between the two decuments have been identified as having a
degree of significance.

Water Supply Activity

Water Supply Upgrade for Matatoki, Hikutaia, Puriri and Omahu

When the Water and Sanitary Assessment (WASA) was prepared, water supply
provided to residents of Matatoki, Hikutaia, Puriri and Omahu was classed as a rural
water supply and was not required to meet drinking water standards. Installation of
two stage filtration systems was required by Council as a condition of housing building
consents issued in these areas. The Council had also installed four disk filters to fifter
the water drawﬁ off for the Puriri supply. After the WASA was adopted a change in
legislation was passed and as a result it is likely that these areas will require a water
supply complfant with the New Zealand Drinking Water Standards. The Thames Valley
retjculation and supply improvements outlined in the Ten Year Plan are intended to
gradually upgrade these supplies. If these areas are provided with water that meets

drinking water standards, there will no longer be a general requirement to install two

stage filtration systems in these areas.

Pauanui Water Treatment Plant Upgrade

The Ten Year Plan proposals include an upgrade to the Pauanui water treatment plant.
Although the WASA refers to a need for supply and upgrades, the costs involved for
the Pauanui plant upgrade have increased from those originally anticipated. Thisis
due to a number of factors, primarily changes to legislation relating to drinking water
standards and the need to design to a larger capacity to accommodate growth allowed

for in this area.

Education Program for Small Water Supplies

The WASA stated that the Counci would be conducting an education program to offer
residents information concerning the dangers, problems and solutions invalved in
smail water supplies. There is no provision in the 2012-2022 Ten Year Plan to
undertake this type of program as the Council has reviewed its priorities and spending
for the coming period and intends to focus its activities on water supplies to its existing

customers,

Changes to Minimum Water Grading Standard

The 2005 WASA specified minimum standards for water supply levels of service,
including the use of Ministry of Health Cc grading. Since 2005, the Ministry has
adopted a new approach to drinking water and the previous grading method is no
longer in use, However the quality of treated water will remain the same under the
2012-2022 Ten Year Plan proposals.




Wastewater Activity

Education Program for Efficient Septic Tank Management

The WASA stated that the Council would be engaging in an education program to
promdate efficient septic tank management, however this is not proposed to be carried
out under this Ten Year Plan as this work is considered to be the role of the Regional
Council.

Tairua/Pauanui Wastewater Treatment Plant

A development moratorium was in place for Tairua and Pauanui when the WASA was
prepared pending the construction of a new wastewater treatment plant. A new plant
has since been constructed with sufficient capacity to allow for future development in
both Tairua and Pauanui, and the moratorium has been lifted.

Production of Compost from Wastewater Biosolids

This Ten Year Plan includes the production of compost from wastewater biosolids,
phased in over time. At the time of adoption of the WASA, the district wastewater
treatments plants did not produce biosolids in a form that could be used for cdmposf.
Since the construction of three treatment plants on the Fastern Seaboard (Whitianga,
Whangamata and Tairua/Pauanui) and a biosolid composting unit, the Council is how
able to use the biosolids from these plants to produce compost. A second biosolid
composting unit in Tairua-Fauanui is proposed to be installed in 2018/2019,

Administration of Trade Waste Bylaw

The trade waste bylaw to prevent unwanted substances from entering the wastewater

system was developed after the WASA was adopted. The implementation of the trade

waste bylaw included in this Ten Year Plan, including sampling as needed to monitor

compliance, will assist in effective management of wastewater treatment.

Coromandel Treatment Plant Upgrade

The planned upgrade to the Coromandel Treatment Plant that was anticipated in the
WASA to take place in 2004/2005 is now proposed to occur in the 2012/2015 period.
The works have been deferred pending a renewal consent being granted by Waikato

Regional Council for the treated wastewater disposal activity.

Whitianga Wharekaho Extension

A project anticipated in the WASA to extend wastewater services in the Whitianga _
Wharekaho area has since been removed from the Council's work prograrm and is not
included in the 2012-2022 Ten Year Plan as the Council decided not to extend the area

of benefit for the foreseeable future.

Thames Area of Benefit Extension

The Thames Totara Valley development (now called Thames Area of Benefit extension)
was intended to be implemented in 2013/2014 when the WASA was prepared. This

‘project, which will provide both wastewater and stormwater facilities to the Totara

Valley area, is still proposed in this Ten Year Plan, however the timing of the project
has been deferred to 2019-2021 due to a decreased demand in development.




Stormwater Activity

Thames Area of Benefit Extension

See above.

Albert Street Stormwater Upgrade

A stormwater upgrade planned to commence in Albert Street, Thames in 2005/2006 to
address some flooding issues continues to be delayed beyond this 2012-2022 Ten Year
Plan due to the significant capital costs associated with the project. Priority has been
given to works where habitable areas are at risk of flooding with a lower priority given
to inundation of roads and properties. An Albert Street investigation project is included
in 2016/2017.

Whitianga Improvements

Planned improvements to the stormwater systems in Whitianga were intended to he
carried out over the financial year 2004/05 at the time the WASA was prepared.
Although still continuing, this work has now been split up into smaller packages of
work to be cartied out over a number of financial years to enable the Council to focus

on key areas and prioritise the work according to need.

Tairua Manaia Road Causeway Improvements

Improvements to the Tairua Manaia Road causeway (previously called Tairua Grahams

Creek project} were anticipated in the WASA to be carried out in 2010/2011. This work

is now proposed to be carried out in 2012/2014 due to affordability pressures and the
requirement to coordinate capital works with those also planned for the area by the

Regional Council.

Public Conveniences Activity

Public Conveniences Owned by the Council

The WASA provides details of 80 public conveniences owned and maintained by the.

Council. The Councll presently owns and maintains 86 public conveniences throughout

the district, and this is proposed to continue over the period of this Ten Year Plan.
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BUILDING OVER COUNCIL’S UNDERGROUND UTILITIES

This policy covers buildings over Council’s underground services including watermains, sewer
and stormwater drains. This policy supersedes all previous memorandums or requirements. -

1.

As a general rule no buildings or fixed permanent structures are to be placed over Council’s
underground utilities.

Any Council utilities on private property are normally located:
i)  Inside the yard requirements; and

i)  Any arca identified during the subdivision development as being not suitable as part of
the building platform.

The area that can normally be built on is defined as the building envelope.

The granting of a waiver to reduce yard requirements does not give the applicant the right
to build over any utility which is located in the yard. '

The granting of a boundary adjustment which results in an underground utility being located
within the building envelope does not give the applicant the right to build over it.

Where a Council underground utility is located within the building envelope buildings may
be constructed over it subject to the following:

- The applicant must show that it is not possible to locate a building of the type
normally constructed in the planning zone clear of the utility.

- Registering a Deed of Covenant and Memorandum of
Encumbrance against the Certificate of Title covering the utility location within
private property.

- The underground utility is protected so that it is possible to gain access and to
maintain the utility and the structure independent of each other without presenting
any risk to either.

- No buildings shall be permitted over cormections.

This will involve constructing foundations which are bearing on natural ground or certified
fill clear of the utility trench zone of influence.

Normally this requires foundations which are founded below a line drawn at 45 degrees
from the invert leve] at the edge of the original utility trench.

Refer to plan.



The person certifying the foundation design must be able to certify the integrity of the
material that the foundations are bearing on i.e. the extent and compaction of the original
utihity trench backfill must be known.

6.  Council shall not be held liable if the building is damaged by the pipe rupturing or
undermining the structure.

Building near or over sewers will be controlled by NZ5§9201 Chapter 22 (Int) 1995 Model
General Bylaws Wastewater Drainage Clause 1.8 including the proposed Council
amendments. .’ ) o

Examples of natural warnings may include, a strong earthquake, weak or rolling earthquake of
long duration, out of ordinary sea behaviour or the sea making loud or unusual noises.

When experiencing any of the above go immediately to high ground or if the surrounding area is
flat go as far inland as possible, evacuating all coastal areas or, where present all evacuation
zones.
